EOC – Special Partnership Project

Criteria for Partnership 
Approval for partnership is based on the following considerations:

· Object and purpose of the activity and its impact on the community;

· Whether the activity is within the ambit of the anti-discrimination ordinances;

· Whether it is consistent with EOC’s promotional and educational objectives and strategies;

· Whether it would promote EOC’s work as a whole or the concept of equal opportunities in general;

· Whether the activity is beyond EOC’s available resources (e.g. expertise of the partner on working with discrete minority groups);

· Whether the activity would enable EOC to access or outreach into areas which our internal capability could not easily achieve (e.g. extensive network of the partner proposing the project);

· Ample opportunities for EOC involvement in the design of the programme/activity and ongoing management of the project/event;

· Substantial financial contribution or contribution-in-kind (such as human and other resources) by the partner proposing the project;

· Experience, expertise, available resources and track record of the organization.
