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An outline of the work of Guangzhou city after China’s signing of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

On 30 March 2007, Wang Guangya, permanent representative of the People's Republic of China to the United Nations and Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary signed the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities on behalf of China. The China Disabled Persons Federation had worked towards the enactment of the Convention. As a local organization under the China Disabled Persons Federation, the Guangzhou Disabled Persons' Federation has carried out the following areas of work after China’s signing of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities:
I. Enhancing promotional efforts. “Guangzhou D-perspective”, a publication of the Guangzhou Disabled Persons' Federation (which is mailed to the Guangzhou Municipal Committee(s) and Bureau(s), various disabled persons federations in the Guangzhou city and the Disabled Persons Federations of other provinces and cities free of charge) has printed a comprehensive article about the spirits and the processes of the drafting and signing of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. Promotion work was carried out through the Guangzhou Disabled Persons' Federation website, other relevant associations’ publications and during the activities of the International Day of Disabled Persons. 
II. Commencement of theoretical studies. The Guangzhou City Disabled Persons’ Career Study Society, comprising of members from the Guangzhou Disabled Persons' Federation, tertiary institutions in the Guangzhou area and experts/academics in the Social Science field, will make the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities a topic to be studied, and ask members to commence relevant academic studies.
III. Enactment of the Law on the Protection of Disabled Persons’ Rights and Interests in Guangzhou City (Law). In December 2007, the Bill was passed by the Standing Committee of the People's Congress of Guangzhou Municipality and is now being put before the Standing Committee of the People's Congress of Guangdong Province for endorsement. The document submitted for vetting contains 60 provisions in 8 chapters, including general principles; rehabilitation; education; labour and employment; social security; monitoring and inspection; legal responsibilities; supplementary provisions. As a local law, the Law is, in the legal aspect, an enhancement compared to the Certain Rules on Concessions in the Guangzhou City to help Disabled Persons, which was promulgated in 1993. The Law has incorporated the new concepts of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities as well as the latest findings of the studies conducted at national, provincial and Guangzhou municipal levels on the regulations and laws related to disabled persons. The Bill was drafted by legal academics from tertiary institutions of the Guangzhou area.
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
