
2023/24 Racially Friendly Campus Recognition Scheme
The Racially Friendly Campus Recognition Scheme is organised by the Equal
Opportunities Commission (EOC), which is a statutory body responsible for
implmenting the anti-discrimination ordinances in Hong Kong, including the Race
Discrimination Ordinance; and promoting values of equality, diversity and
inclusion.

The EOC’s inaugural Racially Friendly Campus Recognition Scheme in the 
2022/23 School Year drew 60 schools to participate and be recognised as 
Racially Friendly Campus champions. The overwhelming response reflects a 
growing awareness that racial inclusion in schools not only benefits 
underrepresented groups but also enriches the learning experience of all 
students and better prepares them for an increasingly diverse society.

Riding on this momentum, the EOC is encouraged to continue the campaign and 
is now launching the Recognition Scheme for 2023/24.  The scope of the new 
scheme expands beyond inclusion among people of different races to those of 
different regional cultures and places of origins, such as new immigrants, 
residents and non-residents from different parts of Mainland China, etc.
