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The Racially Friendly Campus Recognition Scheme is organised by the Equal
Opportunities Commission (EOC). The EOC is a statutory body responsible for
implementing the four anti-discrimination ordinances in Hong Kong, including
the Sex Discrimination Ordinance, the Disability Discrimination Ordinance, the
Family Status Discrimination Ordinance, and the Race Discrimination Ordinance,
and promoting values of equality, diversity and inclusion.
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The EOC launched the Racially Friendly Campus Recognition Scheme in 2022/23
for schools to spread awareness about the importance of racial equality and
inclusion among the student and staff. Since its launch, 225 schools have
participated, including 27 schools that have continuously participated in the
Scheme for 3 years. In 2024/25, 133 schools were acknowledged as Racially
Friendly Campus Champions. The Education Bureau has been a supporting
organisation of the Scheme since 2023/24.
