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The movement of the people with disabilities in Hong Kong has been developed for more than twenty years. We have experienced several critical reformations of the physical accessibility in the public environment. We moved forward from the “stay at home” to “access in the society”. Although the social participation of the people with disabilities has been increased through the improvement of the physical accessibility in the public environment, the promotion of the universal design is still listed on the top priority among the agenda of the people with disabilities and the rehabilitation agencies.

We believe that the sharing of the personal experience from the people with disabilities could enhance the public understanding on the impact of the movement of the people with disabilities and the reformations of the physical accessibility in the public environment, especially the passages, transportations, facilities and general perception on the people with disabilities. We also believed that the mutual understanding and acceptance among all the citizens could motivate us in building our better society. We hope that the promotion of universal design could bring us the next reformation in the physical accessibility in the public environment.
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
